Takatu Lodge and Vineyard is the vision of Heather and John
Forsman: they offer a unique experience for guests to stay
on a working vineyard with the highest standards of ele-
gance and comfort. The Lodge is designed in a contempo-
rary architectural style, with natural wood, stone and marble
for its surroundings. Whole walls of glass allow all day sun
and capture the stunning views of the surreunding vineyard,
mountain ranges and sea beyond. High vaulted macrocarpa
ceilings, open log fires inside and out, a cosy library and
panoramic reoms are a few of the many architectural fea-
tures. Suites, each with their own terrace, offer super-king
beds, linen of natural fiber, generous-sized en-suites and
many other comforts and amenities.

Community

The old biblical saying “Fruit of the vine, work of human hands’
encompasses Takatu's lodge philosophy. The owners strive fol
viticulture excellence, with nearly all jobs in the vineyard done
by hand. The Lodge operat ith sustainable practices and
save water by collecting rainwater from their roofs and not ir-

rigating the vineyard if not necessary.

Takutu Lodge and Vineyard have huilt strong links within thei
community and donate 1o local charities. The Lodge encourage
guests to use their environmentally friendly local transpart
service (called Matakabs), which only uses hybrid cars. As
members, Takutu Lodge actively support the collective busi-
ness groups Matakana Coast Wine Country and Matakana
Winegrowers Association.
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we built the Lodge with a north-facing orientation, to take full
advantage of the sun energy for heating and breezes for co0-
ling. Whole walls of glass & carefully designed roof lines opti-
mize the use of the sun, giving warmth for all seasons.
Overhanging eaves, shading and ventilation keep the rcoms

cool in summer.
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
